Distribution of the  food packages to Thaba-Tseka people 
 

Persistent and devastating drought, declared by both the Prime Minister of Lesotho and the UN have 

brought hunger to hundreds of thousands of orphans, vulnerable children and grandmothers of Lesotho, 

especially thought high in the mountains.  

 

Thaba-Tseka is one of the areas in which Help Lesotho (HL) work.  It is situated in the remote 

mountainous part of Lesotho.  The situation of the infrastructure is terrible.  Many a times there is no 

telephone coverage, no electricity, as a result, life become difficult.   

 

Most of the land here is not arable.  Besides that most people are not working while others are just 

running very small business just to survive.  Lesotho has been stricken by terrible drought in the past year 

and half.  As a result of all these, people in this area are stricken by poverty.  Help Lesotho has been a big 

tool used towards relieving lives over there by means of buying the food packages funded by the 

Kingston Grandmother Connection. 

 

In three HL twinned primary schools, Paray Primary School, Katlehong Primary School and Sefapanong 

Primary School, needy grandmother-headed families were selected by the school councils ï 100 families 

from each school.  The three distribution points were at the respective schools. 

 

The kind of food that would benefit people most were discussed and agreed with the schools.  Quotations 

were made as well as the negotiations for the better prices so as to benefit the beneficiaries.  Of course the 

good discounts were made and the free delivery to the school was offered by the supplier.   
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Before the loading, the 

schools representatives 

came to check the 

goods and also to lead 

the truck to their 

respective schools. 

   

Among other items, 

each family received: 

¶ 25kg maize meal 

(staple food of 
Basotho) 

¶ 2 packets of candles (these families do not have electricity at all) 

¶ 2x750ml cooking oil, 

¶ 2x500g powdered soap 

¶ solid soap and Vaseline 

¶ one pack of snacks for children.   

The purpose of buying 

snacks was that, children 

should feel that they are 

too the beneficiaries and 

it is time for Christmas so 

they have some snacks for
